Selecting Assessment Tools for Use in Child Outcomes Measurement

Questions to Consider
1. How well does the assessment tool cover each of the 3 outcome areas?  What areas, if any, are not well covered?  (use the crosswalk as a reference if that is helpful)
2. To what extent does the assessment tool provide functional information about a child’s skills and behaviors? 

3. How well does the assessment tool provide information about the child’s performance compared to same age peers?  

4. Do you have any information on the validity of the information this tool is producing for outcomes measurement?

5. To what extent is the assessment instrument appropriate for use with young children with disabilities?

6. How appropriate is the assessment instrument for use with children from diverse languages and cultures?
7. How much and what kinds of training and supports are needed for staff to become completely proficient with this tool?

8. What feedback, if any, have you heard from districts about how well this tool is working for outcomes measurement?
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
