Issues, Concerns, Topics:

· Federal requirements for membership; new members to represent Medicaid, homeless, mental health/behavior; one person representing multiple roles or 3 different members
· Solution – that person bringing along people who are knowledgeable and getting those folks involved in committees which are often done by teleconference
