	· Obtain approval for process and timeline from DEC, NAEYC, and NHSA governance boards

· Identify key national experts (n=13)

	February – June

2010
	Get input from key national experts

Develop initial draft
	· Gather existing source materials on RTI in early childhood 

· Convene key national experts to identify key issues and source material for the development of a joint position statement. 

· Continue discussion and input via electronic platform on the NPDCI website

· Use input from key national experts as the basis for a an initial product (e.g., a policy alert)

· Establish work group – 4 DEC members, 4 NAEYC members, 4 NHSA members

	June – August 2010
	Provide briefing for work group members

Support input on draft position statement via electronic platform
	· Convene work group members. Provide background and briefing materials developed by national experts to support their work.

· Create an electronic platform on the NDPCI website for discussion by the joint DEC-NAEYC-NHSA work group and the key national experts

· Facilitate discussion

· Coordinate session on joint position statement at NHSA National Training Conference and NAEYC Professional Development Institute

· Generate initial draft position statement

	September – December

2010
	Share draft position statement with targeted national groups and national experts via electronic platform
	· Obtain input from DEC, NAEYC, and NHSA re: groups to target for input (e.g., DEC subdivisions, 619 Coordinators, NAEYC affiliates, Head Start Collaboration directors)

· Create an electronic platform on the NPDCI website for discussion of draft position statement with targeted group members and national experts

· Facilitate discussion

· Revise draft to incorporate input

· Request approval to move forward to national review from all three boards

· Coordinate sessions on joint position statement at DEC and NAEYC annual meetings

	January – March 2011
	National validation
	· Invite national organizations and individuals to review, provide input, and discuss the joint position statement via an electronic platform on the NPDCI website. Share the invitation to provide input with diverse audiences, including NAEYC affiliates and learning communities, DEC subdivisions and committees, Head Start networks, and other audiences

	March – April 2011
	Incorporate input
	· Compile and incorporate input from national validation in final draft

	May – June 2011
	Submit final draft for approval by DEC, NAEYC, and NHSA boards
	· Request DEC Executive Board approval at April CEC meeting

· Request NAEYC Governing Board approval at April meeting

· Request NHSA Executive Board approval at May meeting

	July – Aug 2011
	Prepare position statement for release and distribution
	· Create final formats for web posting and dissemination

	September – December 2011
	Distribute joint position statement
	· Submit articles to DEC, NAEYC, and NHSA journals and publications

· Coordinate presentations at DEC (October), NAEYC (November), and NHSA (September) 

· Create a permanent landing pad for position statement and related products, resources, and examples
