The State has sufficient capacity to ensure effective information dissemination, educational opportunities and technical assistance systems are in place such that all participants in the transition process have access to appropriate educational opportunities and technical assistance with accurate, useful information.











Local community organizations, agencies. leaders and resource people understand ESS and have the capacity for problem solving to support smooth transitions into community programs and activities.





Program administrators, in partnership with state agencies, ensure the implementation of policies and procedures related to quality assurance and accountability.


Program administrators communicate and coordinate the provision of supports and services in an effective manner within and across agencies and programs. 


Program administrators support service providers to ensure that they carry out effective transition practices and procedures.





Service providers have the knowledge and expertise to facilitate a smooth and effective transition process for children and families consistent with state and federal laws.


ESS and PSE providers work collaboratively across agencies and programs for smooth, effective, efficient transitions





Families are informed, knowledgeable and prepared to actively participate in decisions about their child’s transition and they receive needed support and services as their child transitions out of ESS.
