· Cries at loud noises/loud environments

· Does not interact with other children

· Dependent on adults within daily routines (HB; 4-8 mo.)

	· Passes object to adult when asked 
· Enjoys being read to (HB; 12-18 mo.)


	· Uses simple actions on objects in play

· Imitates simple gestures (HB; 8-12 mo.) 
· Responds to bye-bye by waving 
· Makes some animal sounds (HB; 12-18 mo.) 
· Increase vocalizations and imitations 
· Use objects in more functional ways (HB; 8-12 mo.) 
· Increase play actions with toys 
· Demonstrate recognition of familiar objects named (HB; 8-12 mo.)

	· Sips from straw during mealtime (12-18 mo.)
	· Sits alone and scoots on belly (HB; 4-8 mo.)
· Makes few animal sounds (HB; 8-12 mo.)
· Dependent on adults to function in his environment
· Not pulling to stand (HB; 8-12 mo.) 
· Holds chalk and begins scribbling (HB; 8-12 mo.) 
· Needs help to feed himself (HB; 8-12 mo.)  
· Gestures for wants and needs (HB; 8-12 mo.)
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
