Data results for a 1995-96 Birth Cohort are shown below.  This cohort is composed of students who were born between September 2, 1995, and September 1, 1996, and who were enrolled in a South Carolina public school in SY 2005-06.  The S.C. Department of Education’s (DOE) Precode file for the SY 2005-06 was used to obtain this cohort using the student’s date of birth.   This Precode file is a snapshot census of the public school population in South Carolina at approximately 90-days past the school start date (January 3-19, 2006).  School start dates vary from district to district in South Carolina.  For this project, students in the cohort were linked to other Department of Education databases and to other agencies’ databases, for current and previous years, in order to obtain additional information about these children.  In some cases, there were instances of incomplete information.  For example, students in this cohort who were not born in a South Carolina hospital do not have a birth certificate in the DHEC Vital Records data extract housed at the Office of Research State Data Warehouse. Therefore, information obtained from S.C. birth certificates (e.g., mothers’ age and educational attainment, and the babies’ birth weight) were not available for cohort students who were not born in South Carolina.  Also, data will be missing for students who were not present in South Carolina in a year or years, prior to the 2005–06 school year.  All of the results in this report are based on available data.  Records containing missing information were excluded in the calculation of percentages.  Endnotes are provided to further explain the variables.

NOTES

1. The Palmetto Achievement Challenge Tests (PACT), administered near the end of the school year by the S.C. Department of Education (DOE) to students in grades 3 – 8, is a standards-based accountability measurement of student achievement in four core academic areas - English language arts (ELA), mathematics, science, and social studies. In this study, only ELA and Math scores are used.  Four performance levels were established to reflect the knowledge and skills exhibited by students on the PACT: 

a. Advanced: The student exceeded expectations for student performance based on the curriculum standards. 

b. Proficient: The student has met expectations for student performance based on the curriculum standards. 

c. Basic: The student has met minimum expectations for student performance based on the curriculum standards. 

d. Below Basic: The student has not met minimum expectations for student performance based on the curriculum standards.  Below Basic has two levels:  Below Basic 1, and Below Basic 2.  Below Basic 1 is the lowest level of performance. 

In this study, PACT outcomes were obtained from the student’s 3rd grade year (or 4th grade if they were not tested on PACT in 3rd grade.)  The PACT scores were obtained from the DOE for the School Years 2004-05 and 2005-06.

2. Free or Reduced Lunch (F/R): Students from households that meet federal income guidelines are eligible for free or reduced-price meals under the National School Lunch and School Breakfast programs.  In this study, F/R Lunch status indicates the student was participating in the school’s free or reduced-price lunch program in Kindergarten or when the student’s lunch status was first known after Kindergarten (i.e. grade 1, grade 2, grade 3 or grade 4).  

3. Student disabilities are captured in the S.C. Department of Education’s Precode and PACT files.  The Department of Education, in its Precode file, classifies disabilities as follows: Autistic, Educable Mentally Handicapped, Trainable Mentally Handicapped, Profoundly Mentally Disabled, Emotionally Handicapped, Orthopedic Handicapped, Visually Handicapped, Hearing Handicapped, Learning Disabled, Speech Handicapped, Other Health Impairment, and Traumatic Brain Injury.  In this study, we analyzed student disabilities from their Kindergarten year that were collected in Precode.

4.  “Overage for grade” and “on-grade” are terms used to identify the progress of students through school.  A student must be five years old by September 1 of the year that the student enters kindergarten; therefore, 5 is the usual age for the student to start kindergarten, 6 is the usual age for the student to start first grade, etc.  In the cohort that was created for this study, if the student is “on-grade”, then the student should be in the fourth grade.  A student in this cohort who was found to be in the third grade or lower is considered to be “overage for grade.”

5. 4K participation in South Carolina is not mandatory, as is Kindergarten, and some students in this study cohort may not have been living in South Carolina at the time they would have been old enough to participate in a 4K program.  For this study, a student’s 4K participation was determined from S.C. Department of Education (DOE) files, from Precode files and a 4K parent survey.  Information regarding whether or not the student participated in a full-day or half-day 4K program was obtained from the 4K parent surveys.  Students may have participated in a 4K program while living in another state before moving to South Carolina, or they may have participated in a Head Start program, private 4K or some other similar programs.  In this study, these students are treated as though they did not participate in 4K since there were no available data to treat them otherwise. 

6. South Carolina Readiness Assessment (SCRA): The Education Accountability Act (EAA) of 1998 requires that the Department of Education develop or select readiness assessment to determine students' readiness for first and second grade. The SCRA is an unobtrusive measure that relies on teacher observation and documentation of students’ schoolwork. It is an adaptation of the Work Sampling System (Meisels, Jablon, et al., 1995) and was field-tested statewide in 2000-01. The EAA provides that the results of the assessment are not to be used for either the retention of students or for accountability.  All children in kindergarten and first grade participate in SCRA.  Some children with disabilities are not assessed in all areas.  The assessment system is a curriculum-embedded, checklist-based assessment and relies of the collection of information during intervals within the school year.  A 2006-07 Kindergarten checklist can be viewed at: http://ed.sc.gov/agency/offices/assessment/programs/scra/documents/Kindergartenchecklist2006-07.doc .  In this study, the Kindergarten SCRA for SY 2001-02 was explored since students who entered kindergarten on time would be starting kindergarten in 2001.  Overall assessment ratings were analyzed in four main ways as an average of assessment component areas: for the five Personal and Social Development assessment component areas; for the four English Language Arts (ELA) assessment component areas; for the six Mathematics assessment component areas, and overall for these 3 major areas.  The assessment checklist for SY 2001-02 varied slightly from the current checklists.  The checklist items include: for development,  (1) Self Concept, (2) Self Control, (3) Approach to Learning, (4) Interest with Others, (5) Conflict Resolution; for ELA, (6) Listening, (7) Speaking, (8) Literature and Reading, (9) Writing; and for math, (10) Approach to Mathematical Thinking, (11) Patterns and Relationships, (12) Number Concepts and Operations, (13) Geometry and Spatial Relations, (14) Measurement and (15) Probability and Statistics.  These fifteen items are very similar to the fourteen 2006-07 checklist items.  A “consistent” rating on the Kindergarten SCRA is based on the student’s average performance rating being in the 83.33th percentile (i.e. the student’s rating is 2.5 or higher out of 3.0) or the 66.67th percentile (i.e. the student’s rating is 2.0 or higher out of 3.0) for the four main assessment areas mentioned above. 
7. Medicaid is health insurance that helps many people who can't afford medical care pay for some or all of their medical bills.  The Office of Research and Statistics receives Medicaid data from the S.C. Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS).  For the students in this cohort, we determined who had received Medicaid benefits (i.e., were Medicaid eligible) in South Carolina anytime between the ages of 0 and 3.  Therefore, students in the cohort who were not living in South Carolina between the ages of 0 and 3 were classified as not being Medicaid eligible.

8. The S.C. Department of Social Services (DSS) administers the following programs: Food Stamps, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), Foster Care, and Child Protective Services (CPS).  In this study, students were considered a DSS client (i.e. in Food Stamps, TANF, Foster Care, and/or CPS programs) if they received services between the ages of 0 to 3.  Students in the cohort who were not living in South Carolina between the ages of 0 to 3 were classified as not being a DSS client.  Here is a brief description of each program:
a. Food Stamps:  The Food Stamps Program enables low-income families to buy nutritious food with Electronic Benefits Transfer (EBT) cards. Food Stamps recipients spend their benefits on eligible food in authorized retail food stores.  The Program is the cornerstone of the Federal food assistance programs, and provides support to needy households and to those making the transition from welfare to work.
b. TANF:  TANF is a Federal block grant program designed move welfare recipients into employment, changing welfare benefits into a program of temporary assistance.  The client and his or her DSS case manager develop and agree on a Family Plan for the client to follow. The plan outlines the steps the client and DSS must take to help the client become independent, while maintaining a safe and nurturing environment for the children and their families. The client receives a Family Independence stipend but must agree to participate in activities such as assessment, job search, Job Club, family management skills, and other training.

c. Foster care:  Foster care provides temporary services for children removed from their families because of abuse, neglect or exploitation by a parent or guardian. DSS seeks to license foster care providers who can best meet the individual needs of children. Whenever possible, DSS places the child close to home and in the most family-like setting available. In South Carolina, about two-thirds of foster children live in foster family homes, and the rest live in group care and institutional settings. If the child cannot be reunified with family or placed with relatives, permanency may be brought about by termination of parental rights, adoption, and/or independent living.
d. CPS:  Persons who come to the attention of DSS protective services are those who are potentially abusive or neglectful of their children or who are suspected of having abused or neglected their children. DSS caseworkers assess reports of child abuse/neglect to determine their validity. This includes determining whether children are "at risk" of being abused or neglected and determining the family's need for support services.

9. Birth Certificate data extracts from the S.C. Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) Division of Vital Records are housed at the Office of Research and Statistics State Data Warehouse.  These data are “occurrence births” which are births in South Carolina hospitals.  In this study, babies’ birth weight and mothers’ age and educational attainment at time of student’s birth are three variables of interest.  Low Birth Weight is a term applied to babies that weigh 5 1/2 pounds (2,500 grams) or less at birth.  Low birth weight infants are of two different types: those who are born too small because they are born too soon, and those who are born on time but are too small for their gestational age.
10. A non-jury trial of School Districts as the Plaintiff versus the State of South Carolina as the Defense commenced on July 28, 2003 and ended on December 9, 2004.  The Honorable Thomas W. Cooper, Jr. concluded that the children of the plaintiff districts are not receiving the opportunity to obtain a minimally adequate education.  The trial districts include Allendale, Dillon 2, Florence 4, Hampton 2, Jasper, Lee, Marion 7, and Orangeburg 3.  The other plaintiff districts include Abbeville, Bamberg 1, Bamberg 2, Barnwell 19, Barnwell 29, Barnwell 45, Berkeley, Chesterfield, Clarendon 1, Clarendon 2,  Clarendon 3, Dillon 1, Dillon 3, Florence 1, Florence 2, Florence 3, Florence 5, Hampton 1, Laurens 55, Laurens 56, Lexington 4, McCormick, Marion 1, Marion 2, Marlboro, Orangeburg 5, and Saluda.  The other school districts are being defined as non-plaintiff districts and were grouped as small, medium or large districts based upon the total number of cohort students in the district who took PACT in School Year 2004-05 and/or 2005-06, were Free or Reduced Lunch eligible during their Kindergarten year, and were Medicaid eligible between the ages of 0 and 3.  A small non-plaintiff district totaled less than 200 students, a medium totaled less than 500 students, and a large had more than 500 students.
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
