The Three Child Outcomes:

Measured and Reported Annually to the

Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP)

US Department of Education

Each year, states report to OSEP the percent of infants and toddlers with IFSPs who demonstrate improved:

1. Positive social-emotional skills (including social relationships) 

· Relating with adults

· Relating with other children

· For older children, following rules related to groups or interacting with others

Includes areas like:

· Attachment/separation/autonomy

· Expressing emotions and feelings

· Learning rules and expectations

· Social interactions and play
2. Acquisition and use of knowledge and skills (including early language/ communication)
· Reasoning

· Remembering

· Problem solving

· Using symbols and language

· Understanding physical and social worlds

Includes areas like:

· Early concepts—symbols, pictures, numbers, classification, spatial relationships

· Imitation

· Object permanence

· Expressive language and communication

· Early literacy

3. Use of appropriate behaviors to meet their needs
· Taking care of basic needs

· Getting from place to place

· Using tools (e.g., fork, toothbrush)

· In older children, contributing to their own health and safety
Includes areas like:
· Integrating motor skills to complete tasks

· Self-help skills (e.g., dressing, feeding, grooming, toileting, household responsibility)

· Acting on the world to get what one wants
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
