Based on the criteria below, Ottawa Area ISD is within the  IV  level.  

Level I

· Meets requirements of IDEA 2004 

· ISD met all of the targets for FFY 2011.

· 6 of 6 targets were met.

Level II

· Needs assistance in implementing the requirements of IDEA 2004 

· Some targets for FFY 2011 have not been met; however the ISD/LEA demonstrated significant growth from FFY 2010 in achieving the set targets for each of the outcomes.

· Improvement from FFY 2010 to FFY 2011 

and/or 

· at least 4 of 6 targets were met.
Level III
· Needs intervention in implementing the requirements of IDEA 2004 

· Targets for FFY 2011 were not met; 

· there is clear regression between FFY 2010 and FFY 2011 in some or all of the outcomes;

· Regression from FFY 2010 to FFY 2011 

and/or

· 2 of 6 or 3 of 6 targets were met.

Level IV
· Needs substantial intervention in implementing the requirements of IDEA 2004

· Targets for FFY 2011 were not met; there is clear regression through FFY 2009, FFY 2010, and FFY 2011 in some or all of the outcomes areas;

· Continued regression through FFY 2009, FFY 2010, and FFY 2011 and/or

· 1 of 6 or 0 of 6 targets were met 

or

· no data were reported.

It is fully expected that ISD administrators disseminate this information to local districts for program improvement in a timely manner.  Additionally, any ISD that did not meet all 6 targets (Level I), results transmittals are expected.

Even though some ISDs received a Level I or II, factors taken into consideration represent targets met and growth or regression.  These levels do not take into consideration the number of LEA’s that submitted data or the number of children exited.  For example: a large ISD may have only had 1 LEA report on 2 children. Those 2 children could have made all the targets and therefore received a Level I as met requirements.  These factors will be taken into consideration in the following years. You are encouraged to review the data and determine if these factors are reasonable for your ISD.
